A brief history of the Society

The Society was founded in 1928. It is a registered charity
(Registration No. 252854). Its objects, as stated in its Con-
stitution, are;—

*To improve, protect and preserve for the benefit of

the public, the countryside, open spaces, sea coast and
adjoining waters, and the villages, country towns and
suburban areas of Wirral, its rural amenities and
fauna and flora.”

The Society is managed by an Executive Committee, elected
annually by members in general meeting. It has about 200
members and would like to enrol many more. It celebrated its
Golden Jubilee in 1978,
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
