Eidston Hillwas acquired for the people of
Birkenhead with funds rased bya group of
distinguished Merseyside businessmen just
one hundeed years ago in 188, Inisally
theywere afteranareanl 47 acres owned by
the Vyner family. The public had long
enpwed aecess (o the hill but e commit:
tee feared for it future. "It b long been
seen”, they said, "that only 2 short e will
clapse before itis surrounded or covered by
Tncsides andd its unique valine gone forever,”

The money was rascd within o year and
thesecretary of the appeal wrate: "Whieves
has wilked over the heathery aurface of
Bidston Hill lsaware that in extenl, variety,
and beauty, the views [rom it are rarely
equailed.  Many, however, do not know
what a scientific botnist tells us; that it ls
the last sub-alpine spat remaining open
within many miles, and that the air upon it
is as pure as on Monte Ros.”

It is also 100 vears. this year since the
famous windmill was reseved from near-
derelicion and restored at the expense of
R.5. Hudsonm, the scap manulacturer.

Times have changed, of course, and
whether the air is still 25 pure as on Monte
Rowa is certainky open to dodbt. And since
